Cambria County HWC Scholarship $1,000 Are you a person who loves to help people? If so, this is the right scholarship for you.
The Cambria County HWC Scholarship provides scholarship support for an individual
residing in Cambria County who has been accepted to attend a post-secondary institution in
Cambria County with the goal of receiving a certificate, associate’s degree, or bachelor’s
degree and plans to enter into a human service field after graduation. This is open to both
high school seniors and non-traditional students. Eligible schools are: Greater Johnstown
Career and Technology Center, Mount Aloysius College, Penn Highlands Community
College, St. Francis University, and University of Pittsburgh at Johnstown.

e Participate in two or more varsity sports for a minimum of two years in each sport

e Display leadership abilities by being a captain or an officer in high school
organizations

e Display teamwork, loyalty, and selflessness while being a member of a team

e Display strong work ethic in athletics and in the classroom

Must have a letter of reference from one or more teachers or coaches.

Elmer C. Laslo Memorial Scholarship $1,000 Provides scholarship support for students pursuing a business-related field at a post-
secondary educational institution. Eligible applicants must attend a high school located
within the 1st Summit Bank market area.

Gabriel Allan Nginyo Memorial TBD Provides a scholarship for a Forest Hills High School Senior pursuing post-secondary

Scholarship education in engineering, with a preference given to aerospace engineering.

Jamestown Rod and Gun Club $1,000 The Jamestown Rod and Gun Club Scholarship awards students who have completed any

Scholarship volunteer work for the club and who will be entering a post-secondary school with the
intent to major in an environmental studies-related field.

Jim Janak Memorial Student Athlete $500 This fund was created in memory of Jim Janak, who excelled in sports. His award recognizes

outstanding school athletes from Cambria County and supports their academic pursuits.
Eligible applicants must have lettered in two high school sports, display a strong work ethic
on and off the field, demonstrate teamwork, loyalty, and selflessness when dealing with
others, and have a GPA of 3.2 or higher.

Award amounts will vary based on the financial need of the student with a maximum
amount of $30,000 paid out up to four years, so long as the student is making satisfactory
progress towards graduation.

Mr. Jodon Educational Scholarship $500 Provides a scholarship for students in Bedford, Cambria, Indiana, Somerset, or
Westmoreland counties who will be pursuing a post-secondary degree in education.

Carl and Anna Sherbine $400 The recipient will be a Forest Hills High School senior pursuing a degree in elementary education. The
Elementary Education selection committee has the option of awarding the scholarship to secondary education applicants, only if
Scholarship there are no applications by elementary prospects. The decision will be based on the following:
e A written presentation by the applicant as to why they want to be an elementary teacher
e (lass standing and a minimum of 1000 of SAT, 24 on ACT, and GPA of at least 3.0
e Involvement in extracurricular activities in and out of school
