finance committee. Eligible students will be graduating from high school this academic year
and planning to attend a post-secondary institution after graduation.

J.L. Martin Scholarship $8,100 This scholarship was created to award outstanding students who need financial assistance
in order to obtain higher education and who will likely succeed in their schooling and make
good future citizens. Students may be attending a college, university, or trade/technical
school, and the scholarship is renewable up to four years. Eligible applicants must have
resided in and attended high school in Somerset County continuously over the last four

years.
Kenneth “Big Ken” Dranzik $1,000 cash award This scholarship, in memory of Kenneth “Big Ken” Dranzik, supports a graduating senior
Memorial Scholarship from either Greensburg-Salem or North Star School District, who is accepted into any

college, trade school, or qualified training program. The ideal student exemplifies the key
qualities of Big Ken, which are character and community service. The student must provide
letters of support from individuals showing examples of character and a list of community
services performed.

McCready Family Scholarship Fund | $2,700 Provides a scholarship award to a high school graduate from Cambria, Somerset or Bedford
county who plans to pursue an academic degree relating to communications, journalism, or
English at the University of Pittsburgh at Johnstown.

Mr. Jodon Educational Scholarship $400 Provides a scholarship for students in Bedford, Cambria, Indiana, Somerset, or
Westmoreland counties who will be pursuing a post-secondary degree in education.
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Tika Hetrick, Cory Roadman, and $1,000 This scholarship awards students who worked at Hickory Hollow Campground or Haunted
Tucker, Memorial Scholarship Hollow, in memory of Tika Hetrick, Cory Roadman and Tucker, beloved members of the

Hickory Hollow and Haunted Hollow team. It is available to graduating seniors and
nontraditional students so long as they’re pursuing post-secondary education.

William R. Lloyd, Jr. Scholarship $3,000 This scholarship award supports graduating seniors of Somerset County public high schools
who intend to major in Government, Political Science, or Politics.
